Transitional link between New and Old Covenants
held young church steady in infancy
Set in order early structure of church
Provided for its continuity and effectiveness
Outlined qualifications of those who would minister
Took initiative to see that proper leadership was provided

1. Ground church in truth--not be swayed
2. Minister foundational truth to body
3. Love God's people, desire to further establish them
4. Vision of church at large
5. Seek to preserve unity within churches and cooperation between
churches
6. Fathered other ministries
7. Leading individual ministries into their personal function in that
body
