God does not give us guidance as much as He gives us a Guide--fellowship with Jesus.
Guidance is based on principles and precepts of the Word of God.

1. God is more concerned about what | am, than where i am or what | am doing.
Guidance confirmed through indwelling peace of God.

Guidance communicated through desires God gives us.

Guidance comes through godly counsel of others.

1. Be sure of those you seek out are spiritual.

2. Do not ask a lot of people to pray for you or to pray with you.

Don't rush things--God has a time.

Don't get off one horse without another one to get on.
